Introduction (10 - 15 min)

- vocabulary build-up based on the words in association game: -   speaking
Literature – fiction, non fiction, prose, poetry, play, novel, short story, novelist, author,writer,     
                            poem, poet, playwright

Murder – commit, case, clues

Moustache – distingushing features

Detective story- whodunnit

Hercule Poirot

· vain, flamboyant, retired, moustache, irritating → ″Curtain“ – comparison to Sherlock Holmes (Sir Conan Arthur Doyle), J.K. Rowling – Harry Potter

· he is the only fictional character to be given an obituary in″The New York Times“

Miss Marple

- old spinster, likes wearing hats, embarrasses the local ″professonal“ local police by solving misteries before they do→ ″Sleeping murder“
Reading activity (20min)
Distribute the handouts  with text, vocabulary description 

Students read the text (each student one paragraph). 
While they read → elict new vocabulary.

After reading the text, students go through the text again and fill in the missing words on the handout.
→ check the words (spelling!) – writing
Words to be written: Sensitive, grief-stricken, subsequent, spinster, abandon, suffer, bitter, determined, skill, excavation, limelight

Further vocabulary work: Find:
a) What two words, which have the form of an adverb, are actually adjectives: lonely, elderly

b) Which words (in the second half of the text) mean – finally, in the end: eventually, ultimately
c) Which verb in the text has its opposite(antonym) also in the text, made by using a prefix: appear    - disappear

VIDEO COURSE
Distribute the handouts - video course listening comprehension task
Before students start watching, instruct the following:
The reason for watching ( list. and writing activity); let them read the questions in writing task

Tell them not to worry if they don't understand everything ( benefit of listening to native speaker)

→ watching, listening and writing - As they listen and watch, they try to fill in the missing information

· checking the missing information

Questions: 

1. What is the extra information about A. Christie that they grasped from the video report?

2. How are Agatha Christie's two detectives different?
3. In your opinion, which events in her life contributed most to Agatha Cristie becoming a crime writer?

4. How come she had nothing to say during interviews?

5. According to you, what are the reasons for her disappearance?

6. Why, do you think, she never put both of her detectives in the same story?
